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Authors’ Guidelines for Contributions to Networks
Networks publishes reports and papers from pedagogic development work carried out on our learning, teaching and assessment practice. Papers will be peer reviewed, reports will not.
Networks is normally published once a year, and includes information on the outcomes of projects presented at our annual learning and teaching conference in the summer. Following our 2010 learning and teaching conference, the main vehicle for publishing Networks is online.
Full papers should be a maximum of 2,000 words and will be peer reviewed. Research and learning and teaching development activity described in full papers will be located in the relevant theory and will contribute to national/international debate. Usually papers of this length will contain between 15 and 20 references. Full papers will be peer reviewed to allow award holders the opportunity to experience a peer review process.
Reports may be less theoretically grounded than full papers, and would normally contain up to five references. Activity described in reports doesn’t have to be new to the field – it may represent the implementation of something done elsewhere within our context. Reports are usually descriptive in style and are designed to enable colleagues to repeat/try out the activity for themselves. Reports should be a maximum of 1,500 words.

Text: 11pt Arial, align left, paragraphs separated by paragraph returns. File format: Word
Title: Arial 20pt Bold, align left

Heading 1: Arial 13 Bold, align left

Heading 2: Arial 11pt Bold, align left

Heading 3: Arial 11pt Bold run-in

Authors’ name and e-mail address: Arial 12pt, align left: Name (e-mail address)

Single line spacing for text

Single line spacing, plus 6pt spacing after, between heading and text

Authors’ Department: Arial 11pt italics, align left

Abstract and Keywords

Abstract text and heading: align right, justified, word count: 200 words maximum

Keywords: Please include 2 - 3 key words

Quotations

Block quotations: Arial 11pt italics, justified, double quotation marks, separated from rest of text by 24pt above and 24pt below. In ½ point box, 2cm from text, left, right, top and bottom.
Author of quotation: Arial 11pt roman, align right, in parentheses.

Figures, tables and lists

Figures and tables: Please number and label using same formatting as for text.

Numbered lists: Please use 1., 2., 3., using same formatting as for text.

Bulleted lists: Please use same formatting as for text.

Photos and illustrations

Authors’ photo: file format: high res 300 dpi: jpg, png, or tif, minimum width: 105 mm (1240 pixels)

Illustrations: file format: high res 300 dpi: jpg, png, or tif
